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A Bit of Irish History

The Battle of the Boyne

No year in Irish history is better known than 1690. No Irish battle is more famous than Williavrctdty over

James Il at the River Boyne, a few miles west of Drogheda. James, a Roman Catholic, had lost the throne of E
in the bloodless "Glorious Revolution" of 1688. William was Prince of Orange, a Bp&aking Protestant married
to James's dainter Mary, and became king at the request of parliament. James sought refuge with his old ally, |
XIV of France, who saw an opportunity to strike at William through Ireland. He provided French officers and arr
James, who landed at Kinsale in Mad689. The lord deputy, the Earl of Tyrconnelys a Catholic loyal to James,
and his Irish army controlled most of the island. James quickly summoned a parliament, largely Catholic, whick
proceeded to repeal the legislation under which Protestamirsdttd acquired landuring the rule of Tyrconnell,
the first Catholic viceroy since the Reformation, Protestants had seen their influence eroded in the army, in the
and in civil government. Only in Ulster did they offer effective resistancefriember 1688, while James was still
king, apprentice boys in Londonderry closed the city's gates to deny admission to a Catholic regiment under Lc
Antrim. In April 1689, the city refused to surrender to James's army, and survived the hardshipseaharikir siege
before relief came by sea. The Protestants of Enniskillen defended their walled city with equal vigour, and won
number of victories over Catholic troops. Eventually, James withdrew froMdtieern Province William could not
ignore thethreat from Ireland. In August 1689 Marshal Schomberg landed at Bangor with 20,000 troops and, wi
Ulster secure, pushed south as far as Dundalk.

French regulars, but Louis demanded over 5,000 Irish troops in return. The Williamites were reinforced by Dan
mercenaries and by English and Dutch regiments. When William hitasdid at Carrickfergus on 14 June, he was
able to muster an army of 36,000 men. He began the march towards Dublin. There was some resistance near
but the Jacobites soon withdrew to the south bank of the River Boiisttle was fought on 1 July 1690 at a fordable
river bend four miles west of Drogheda. The main body of Williamite infantry was concentrated on fording the river at the

village of Oldbridge, which was approached by a deep and sheltenng glen. First, however, a detachment of cavalry and infantry
made a flanking attack upstream, which forced James to divert troops to prevent his retreat being cut off. William's army was
stronger by at least 10,000 men, but after these troops were drawn off he had three-to-one superiority in the main arena. By
mid-afternoon the Jacobite army was in retreat, outpaced by James himself, who rode to Dublin to warn the city of William's
approach. He was in France before the month was out. On 6 July William entered Dublin, where he gave thanks for victory in

Christ Church Cathedral. The Battle of the Boyne is recalled each July in the celebrations of the Orange Order, not
the first day but on "the Twelfth", for eleven days were lost with the change from the Julian to the Gregorian ca
in 1752. It was not the end of the Williamite campaign, and the King had returned to England before the Dutch
Ginkel's victory at Aughrim and the formal Irish surrender after the siege of Limerick in 1691. The Treaty of Lim
was not ungenerous tbhe defeated Catholics, but they were soon to suffer from penal laws designed to reinforce
Protestant ascendancy throughout Irish life.

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IRISH NETTLE SOUP

Adapted from Darina Allen's boolkhe Festive Food of Ireland.
Ingredients for 6 servings:

1 1/2 oz butter

1 1/2 Ibs potatoes

4 o0z onions

3 1/2 oz leeks

4 1/2 cups chicken stock

5 0z young nettles, washed and chopped

3/4 cup whole milk ocream

salt and pepper to taste.

Method:
1. Melt the butter in a heavy saucepan; when it foams, add the potatoes, onions and leeks. Toss them in the buttarein@ltiveyated.

2. Sprinkle with salt and pepper, cover. Steam on gentle heat for Hboihutes.
3. Add the chicken stock and simmer until the vegetables are just cooked. Add the nettle leaves and cook until soft.
4. Whisk in the cream; taste and correct seasoning. Serve hot.

According to the old folklore, just three bowls of Nettle Soup eaten within the month of May would prevent the aches and pains of
rheumatism for an entire year. This would have been of great interest to Irish monks as this nourishing dish was a part of their diet as far
back as the 6th century. Did they know that it would help ease the stiffness in the knees when bent in prayer? Or soothe a back made to

ache by hours in the garden wielding the rake?

If you decide to try this recipe, be sure to wear gloves when gathering the nettles - and choose only the young bright green leaves. Remove
any stalks and chop up the leaves. Use a food-processor if you have one as it will do the job in a fraction of the time.
If you forget the gloves and get 'stung' by the nettles, find some dock leaves and rub the spot with the leaf. The pain will disappear. The
secret to avoiding the sting is to grasp the nettle quickly and firmly (thus the ancient phrase "grasp the nettle" meaning "be swift and bold").
A light touch will produce the sting. Still, gloves are much easier.
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This surname of BOURQUE with its variant spelling, Bourke and Burke now ranks as one of the
twenty commonest in Ireland, was brought to Ireland with the Anglo-Norman conquest of the
country. It is now distributed through all four provinces but is least numerous in Ulster and
most numerous in Connacht where the family, then known by the Latin form of their name, De
BURGO, obtained vast estates at the end of the 12th Century. BURGH also survives as a version
of this surname while some of the family reverted to De BURGH when it was fashionable to boast
Norman ancestry. William De BURGA went to Ireland with Henry Il in 1171, and later became
Earl of Ulster, along with grants of large tracts of land in Connacht. His descendants quickly
associated themselves with the native population, Gaelicizing their name as de BURCA, and
within a century they had become the most powerful family in Ireland. In more recent centuries
they have included Edmund Burkes (1729-97) the celebrated orator and political theorist, who
was born in Dublin, where his father was an attorney, and Robert O'Hara Burke (1820-61), who
with W.J.Wills was the first to cross Australia from north to south. In England the name was
locational meaning the dweller by the birch-trees, from residence nearby. Early records of the
name mention Richard del Birkes, 1275, Wakefield, Yorkshire. Johannes del Byrkes of
Yorkshire, was listed in the Yorkshire Poll Tax of 1379. Richard Birkes of Oxford, registered at
Oxford University in the year 1607. Edward Burkes married Susanna Selby at St. George's,
Hanover Square, London in 1741. Benjamin Birks and Mary Slater, were married at the same
church in 1753. Over the centuries, most people in Europe have accepted their surname as a
fact of life, as irrevocable as an act of God. However much the individual may have liked or
disliked the surname, they were stuck with it, and people rarely changed them by personal
choice. A more common form of variation was in fact involuntary, when an official change was
made, in other words, a clerical error
